Like Lizzie, every child can belong





Down Syndrome affects early childhood development and causes poor oral strength. Lizzie came to us as a shy little girl of 14-months who needed intensive support with mobility and feeding. Lizzie arrived with no circle of friends and apparently limited means to make them. However, not only did we teach Lizzie rudimentary sign language to supplement her limited vocal abilities, but all 30 of her lucky new class-friends


learned some basic signs, symbols and gestures and they were soon putting their whole bodies into what they wanted to say! Everyone’s vocabulary and comprehension improved. And the storytelling became something to behold. With such a fun way to find and share common ground, all the children took more initiative to include Lizzie in their play. After three years at The Infants’ Home we will farewell Lizzie into ‘big’ school in 2012. She will join mainstream students, but now with ability, confidence and a true sense of her self-worth, aware of her unique and valuable place in the world.
